ROM THE TREASURER’S DESK

We are now seven
months into the 2012 fiscal
year. Our income comes from
three sources. The majority of
finds is generated from pro-
gram activities at 38%. The
50th anniversary celebration
was quite a successful event.
Donation contributed 32%,
thanks to the generosity of our
friends and supporters. Re-
member we are a non-profit
401c3 business and, as such,
all donations are tax deducti-
ble. It is a win-win situation
for the donor and the DTOS.
Membership dues make up
the remainder of income at
30%. The board continues to
be engage in the ongoing dis-

cussion regarding strategies to
increase membership.

On the expense side
of the ledger, programs lead
with 43%. Not surprisingly,
artist fees including accommo-
dations and travel are a major-
ity of program costs. Follow-
ing are the utilities at 36%.
Administrative costs amount
to 16% which includes print-
ing, postage, security, taxes
and insurance. We have an
old building and it requires
continued attention. To date
maintenance costs are 5% of
total expenses. There is a
great need to have a public
restroom on the main floor.
This project is being re-

searched.

The board remains
committed to fiscal responsi-
bility in governing the DTOS.
