His organ teachers include
William Elliott, Joseph Sulli-
van and George Shirley. He
has established himself as a
church and theatre organist,
as well as a teacher of both
styles of organ playing. Grow-
ing up in Grand Rapids, MI
he became acquainted with
the theatre organ at "The
Roaring Twenties" later re-
named "Good Time Charley's"
Restaurant. In 1989 he
joined the staff as organist
until the business closed in
1991. His affair with this well
known Wourlitzer organ con-
tinued as he worked with the
G.M. Buck Pipe Organ Com-
pany in restoring and install-
ing this instrument in the new
