John Lauter back to the con-
sole of the Mighty Wurlitzer at
the Senate Theater.

Detroit native John Lauter
began his organ/piano/music
studies at age fourteen. He
has studied with Marie Con-
nors, Frank Rossi, Betty Ma-
son, Fr. Jim Miller and Gary
Reseigh.

He made his public debut
playing at the Redford theatre
at age sixteen. Hundreds of
movie preludes later, John can
still be heard there. John has
presented concerts in Detroit,
Grand Rapids, Boston, San
Francisco, Phoenix, Denver,
Wichita, Chicago, Cleveland,
Atlanta, Thomaston CT,
Rochester and Syracuse NY,
Toronto and Kingston Ont.
Lauter was a featured perform-
er at the 1995 and 2009 and
2011 conventions of the
American Theatre organ Socie-
ty. In July of 2010 John was
invited to England to present
concerts at Tywyn Wales and
at the Saltaire complex in
Bradford, that performance
being the final concert of the
2010 Cinema Organ Society’s
convention. Lauter was the
sole American presented.

John has been on the staff of
the Fox theatre since the 1988

reopening, and was staff organ-
ist of the Michigan Theatre in
Ann Arbor for seventeen
In February of 2010,
Lauter was heard playing the
Fox theatre’s
Wurlitzer organ on NPR’s
“Prairie Home Companion.”
Host Garrison Keillor said of

As a silent film score com-
poser/performer, Lauter has
scored over 35 feature films.
John has accompanied films at
The Redford theatre-Detroit,
Baldwin theatre -Royal Oak,
Palace theatre -Marion Ohio,
Ritz Theatre-Tiffin Ohio, The
Toledo Art Museum Peristyle
and Casa Loma-Toronto.

The Henry Ford museum
IMAX theatre contracted John
to compose/perform/record a
short silent film accompani-
ment that is part of an IMAX
short subject film shown be-

fore every presentation at that
institution.

Lauter was the organist/
accompanist for the Unity
church of Lake Orion from its
inception in 1997 until 2013,
and is currently the pianist
with the eighteen-piece Swing
City Big Band.

John lives in Farmington
Hills Michigan with his wife
Amy and children Benjamin
and Maryanna.

The music will be swingin’
as John joins the Swing City
Big Band. It will be a great
time, with the big band play-
ing, joined by John Lauter on
the Mighty Wurlitzer. Add in
Katie Calzone with the vocals,
and you are in for a real treat
for everyone.
