forming pops concerts and 
silent films.  He has also ac-
companied films at the Red-
ford Theater, Toledo Museum 
of Art, Sandusky State Thea-
ter, Grand Ledge Opera 
House and Music House Mu-
seum.  Mr. Warner also enjoys 
collaborating with his vocalist 
wife Rose in concerts on the 
theater and classical organ in 
programs such as “Aspects of 
Love,”  “From London to 
Broadway” and “Music of 
Stephen Sondheim.”   
 During the business day, 
he can be found servicing, 
restoring or renovating many 
pipe organs throughout South
-Eastern Michigan.  He has 
had the privilege of working 
for Holden Pipe Organ Com-
pany for 16 years, servicing 
many of the fine Skinner or-
